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~# Main Roles of the JPO as an Office of Origin:

The JPO receives an International Application, conducts a formality check, and forwards it to the WIPO, |
- certifying that the applicant in the International application is the same as that in the basic application/ registration

- certifying that the mark, color and other details in the International application are the same as those in the basic
application/ registration,

- certifying that the goods and services in the International application are covered by the list of goods and services
in the basic application/registration; and,
- certifying the date of receipt of the international application.

The JPO monitors the application, giving notification relating to Cease in Effect of the basic application/registration.

= Main Roles of the JPO as the Designated Office:

The JPO examines the international registration in the same way as it does for an application filed directly
with the JPO. Any provisional refusal must be notified to the WIPO within 18 months.
